The love for one’s roots and the interpretation of history through
an impeccable symphony of natural fibres and fabrics is the key to
understanding Mastro Raphaél’s creative process. Each collection
is the result of careful research into shapes, fabrics, colours and
their infinite combinations.

Mastro Raphaél’s suggestions are natural fabrics and fibers: like silk
and velveteen, warm and emotionally charged: like linen, light like
hemp, with soft and rich texture.

Each four months Mastro Raphaél presents its new collection,
setting trends in home decoration. Motifs that play with light,
light and shade effects and use of pastel and intense colors

like bronze are combined in collections that offer innovative
interpretations of mixing the seemingly incompatible.

Mastro Raphaél began its creative journey on the heels of its
founder, Mario Arcangeli, who, as very young man, started work
for a tailor thus discovering the beauty of creating with his own
handsThe first signs of success arrived in 1967 at the Spoleto
Festival when Mario Arcangeli participated by opening a small
“workshop” in via dei Duchi, where the Spoleto Mastro Raphaél
store is still located. Patchwork was one of Mastro Raphaél’s first
passions. It was 1971 and patchwork was as yet unknown in
Europe.

From the little piazza in Porto Cervo to via Montenapoleone in
Milan to Cortina dAmpezzo, the shops became Mastro Raphaél’s
display cases and were added to the network that began with the
Spoleto boutique and extended to several other points of sale in
Salerno, Perugia, Rome, Palau, Santa Teresa di Gallura and Genoa.
Currently there are over 400 stores that distribute Mastro Raphaél
creations in Italy and just as many in the rest of Europe, the
United States, the Middle East, Russia and Australia.
